
 Learn How to do Something Amazing!

For this project you are going to learn how to do something of interest!!

You will track your progress, create a portfolio, report back to your learning team every week, and make a final, summative presentation.

Also, you will have a lot of fun and learn how to do something amazing!!

This project is very similar to the Passion Project, but involves you learning a new skill, language (a few words at least), activity or craft, while keeping a record and reporting back to your classmates each week.

Each week you will also be given time to reflect, think about, and evaluate your own progress.

This is designed to be fun and engaging, so be sure to pick something of genuine interest to you!

Some things that you might want to learn:

A new language! (or at least a few words)

How to create something! (crafts, drawings, paintings, baking, cooking etc....) 

New Skills! (woodworking, basketball, soccer, badminton, painting) 

**These are just suggestions, please do not think that you are restricted. If you have another idea, please ask your teacher**

Tracking your progress:

Each week you will report back to your learning pod and talk about your progress, and help each other. 

Each week you will record your progress through a picture, sketch, diagram or written summary that will be kept in a learning portfolio.

Remember, this is a learning experience and things might not go as planned!! 

Keep an open mind, remain positive, give and receive feedback from your learning pod.

** You will self and peer evaluate each week in accordance with the rubrics provided**
